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Project 3 – Instruction Manual

This set of instructions is designed for use by technicians with some level of experience with models of computer hardware designed by Network Appliance. The technician will have already been through a 5-day training course detailing much of the material presented in these instructions. Since Network Appliance and my employer, DataWise, sell “ease of installation” as a benefit to purchasing this hardware, it is important to streamline the installation process as much as possible, and this manual details a quick installation for about 85% of situations.

This instruction set is formatted to fit in a standard size Franklin planner, which all technicians at DataWise are provided. It uses an 8 ½ x 11-inch piece of paper to print the document and then folded with pages 1 and 2 on the inside. The ‘Network Appliance’ banner shows between the binder loops facing up and page 3 is unfolded to begin the instructions. When at the end of page 2, the entire paper is turned over to show pages 3 and 4 in order to continue the process.
